Between 22.00 hours on Saturday and 06.00 hours on Monday (or until completion) the Chief 
Signal and Telecommunicat ions Engineer will be engaged in carrying out the following work in 
connecti on with the Paddington to Hayes M.A.S. Scheme. 



I. Signalling Arrangements 
The existing signal boxes at Southall East Junction, Southall East Station , Southall West Station and 

Southall West Junction, together with all Semaphore and Ground Signals, will be taken out of use. 
The following existing Colour Light Signals will also be taken out of use:­

ES.84, ES.89, WS.6, and WS .99. 

The following existing Colour Light Signals will remain in use. and be controlled fro m Old Oak 
Common signal box ; these signa ls being re-numbered as shown in the tab le belo w:­

New signalling controlle d from O ld Oak Common will be brought into use as shown on th e attached 
diagra m. 

2. Permanent Way 
The following connections will be taken out of use, and will be sp iked, clipped and padlocked 

pending recovery:­

At Southall East Junction 

I. From the east end of Hanwell Bridge sidings to Up Goods Loop. 

At Southall East Station 

2. Ladder connection from Up Relief to Down Main with slip to Branch Platform line. 

3. Relief Crossover with slip connection to Bay line. 

At Southall West Station 

4. Relief Crossove r with slip forming junction from Up Main. 
5. Spur and connection from Up Goods. 
6. Crossover between Up and Down Goods lines. . 

At Southall West Junction 

7. Junction from Up Main to No.2 Up Goods. 

3.� Designat ion of Lines 
The No.2 Up Goods/Branch Platform and Down Goods lines betwee n Southall East st at ion and 

Sout hall W est Junction will be re-designated Up Through Siding and Down Through Siding respect ively. 
The Up Goods line between Hayes and Southall West Junction will be brought back into service 

but sho rt ened by approx. 660 yds., the new outlet points being worked from Old Oak Common as 
shown on t he attached diagram. 

4. Ground Frames 
The present ground frame at the east end of Hanwell Bridge sidings will be recovered. together 

with all signals worked therefrom. 
The following new ground frames will be brought into use as shown on the attached diag ram. 

I. Hanwell Bridge Sidings G.F. (situated at the west end of the sidings). 

2. Southall Up Sidings G.F. 
3. Southall Down Sidings G.F. 



s.� Block W orking Arrange ment s 
Track circuit block working will apply on the Main and Relief lines between Hayes and Harlington 

and Old Oak Common. 
The Up Goods line between Hayes and Harlington and Old Oak Common will be worked under the 

Regulations for Train Signalling by the Permissive Block System in so far as they apply. 

6. Train Descri ber 
Train Describer working will be provided for the Main and Relief lines between Hayes and Harli ngto n 

and Old Oak Common. 

Single stroke bell working will apply on the Up Goods line. 

7. Power O pe rated Points 
With the exceptio n of hand points in sidings and those points worked from ground frames, all 

points shown on the attached diagram wi ll be electrically operated from Old Oak Common signal box. 
The point machines are of t he Westi ngho use Brake & Signal Co .' s style 63 and the relevan t inst ruct ion s 
for their emergency o perat io n have been issued se parate ly. 

Hand cra nks fo r the eme rgency o pe rat io n of these points will be located in release instruments 
at the following sit es:­

I. Adjace nt to the Goods Loo p ou t let points ahead of signal 00.219. 

2. Near the prese nt Sou t hall East Junct io n signal box. 

3. At the st ati o n end of t he Diesel Depot. 

4. Near t he present Sou t hall West Junction signal box. 

5. Adjace nt to th e Up Goods outlet points ahead of signal 00.209. 

The hand crank can o nly be w it hdraw n when a release is given from O ld Oak Co mmo n signal box. 

8. Telephones 
The telephones at t he signals listed in item I together with those at signals DM.7. DM.8 and DR.8 

which at prese nt give comm unicat io n with one of the existing Southall signal boxes. wi ll in fut ure give 
exclusive co mmu nicat io n w it h t he signalman at Old Oak Common. (Signal DM.7 referred to above 
is shown o n t he diagram in Stage 6, West Ealing, Notice No. L.XO.98.) 

Telepho nes giving excl usive communication with the signalman at Old Oak Common wi ll be 
provided:­

(a) at all other multiple aspect signals bearing the prefix 00. 

(b) at th e following position light signals:-475. 477/479, 485, 487, 548. 550. 558. 
(c) at t he new ground frames listed in item 4. 

(d) at t he po int s hand-crank release instruments listed in item 7. 

All arrangements for t he safe working of the line (including the appointment of Handsignalmen) 
must be made by t he Dist r ict Inspecto r in accordance with Rule 77.
